Note:
1.  Portland State University offers two different organic chemistry sequences.  One is a lower-level, two-term course (Ch 331, 332), and the other is a standard one-year, majors-level course (Ch 334, 335, 336). Consult your degree advisor as well as your pre-professional advisor if you have any question about which sequence is appropriate for you.

2.  There is no laboratory for this course in the fall term.  Lab begins in winter term.

3.  There will be no make-up exams. Don’t ask.  If one hour exam is missed for any reason (including illness, oversleep, rebellious indifference, accident, family crisis, etc.,) the final exam grade will be used in its place.  If no hour exams are missed, the lowest hour exam grade will be replaced by the final exam grade if the latter is the higher. (Missing more than one hour exam is handled on an individual basis.)

4.  Homework will be assigned, but not turned in or graded. 

5.  Office hours on the Tuesdays before each exam will be limited to 3 - 5pm, and will take the form of a help session for all interested students. The room will be announced.
