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I have suggested that “What’s going on here, anyway?” is the core sociological question. Each theorist we have studied has attempted to address this question in some way and each has added something to our pursuit of understanding human social behavior. 
As a culmination of your study of these various theories your final assignment is to select one social event, phenomenon, activity, process, practice – something that interests or even intrigues you, something that perhaps you have puzzled over, something  that you know about firsthand or through your own associations with others, or through the media-radio, TV, newspapers, magazines, etc. Your goal then is to expand your understanding of this “something” approaching it by utilizing the concepts and accounts which characterize three of these different theories, articulating a cumulative view as well as you can. To help out, refer to the text, your notes, your own running tab of the fundamental ideas of each theorist at the end of each section of the course, and the ideas in the table you have constructed in Final, Part 1 in which you have been asked to revisit, review, and articulate these ideas.
    In each instance be sure to identify the theorist/theories you are using in your analysis.
