Tips for applying for grants

(Adapted from the Fulbright U. S. Scholar Program guidelines http://www.cies.org/us_scholars/tips.htm) 

1. Make sure you meet eligibility guidelines* and the application deadline

2. Plan ahead.  Producing a strong application takes time, and peer review and final selection are based solely on your application and supporting materials

3. Do your homework.  A thoroughly researched, well-planned application for a carefully chosen project will have an advantage over competitors

4. Have a clear strategy.  Make sure all parts of your application work to form an integrated whole.  Your application should convince the reviewers that it is a sound project worthy of funding.

5. Read and follow the instructions carefully, including formatting requirements

6. PROOFREAD!

7. Have a trusted colleague review your application materials and offer feedback.

8. Write so people outside your discipline can understand your project and why it is important

9. Organize your statement carefully.  Don’t make reviewers search for information.

Constructing the Project Statement:

The project statement is the core of your application and vital to the successful application package.  In addition to being persuasive and compelling, the project statement must explain:

1. What you propose to do

2. How you will accomplish it (how you propose to do the research – specifics, logistics)

3. Why it is important—why this research is needed

4. Why you want to do it  

5. Why it must be done in the country (countries)

6. How the culture and politics of the host country might affect your research plan

NOTE:  most grants also require specific information about the research experience of the principal investigator, a vitae (or academic resume), contacts and collaboration with local host institutions, and letters of reference.

*There are often specific eligibility requirements for grants.  This is not applicable for this assignment.
