Angela Valenzuela is an associate professor in the Department of Curriculum and Instruction and the Center for Mexican American Studies at the University of Texas at Austin. A Stanford University graduate, she previously held posts teaching in Sociology at Rice University in Houston, Texas (1990-98), and as a Visiting Scholar at the Center for Mexican American Studies at the University of Houston (1998-99). Her research and teaching interests are in the sociology of education, minority youth in schools, educational policy, and urban education reform. She is also the author of Subtractive Schooling: U.S. Mexican Youth and the Politics of Caring (State University of New York Press, 1999), winner of the American Educational Research Association Outstanding Book Award. Her study is based on a three-year qualitative and quantitative case study of achievement and schooling orientations among immigrant Mexican and U.S.-born, Mexican American youth in an urban, predominantly Latino, Houston high school. She is the recipient of the 2000 TACHE Distinguished Faculty Award, granted by the Texas Association for Chicanos in Higher Education in recognition of her research, teaching, and service.
