Creating New Variables using SDA Web Sites

The SDA web interface now gives you two ways to modify variables and create new variables, so it now rivals statistical programs like SPSS in that flexibility.
 

The two different ways to modify/create variables are: 1) creating a new variable by using the “Recode variables” option on the main SDA menu, and 2) temporarily recoding variables when using the various SDA data analysis procedures (frequencies/crosstabulation, comparison of means, etc.)

1) To learn about creating a new variable by using the “Recode variables” option on the main SDA menu, choose that option and give it a try.  Click as desired to access the various help pages that are available. 

2) To learn about how to temporarily recode variables when using the data analysis procedures, click on “Recoding Variables” shown on the page for each procedure.  In the regression procedure click on “Dummy vars”.
