PA557 Project Papers

Project papers should reflect about 2-3 weeks of course work, the work that you do during the last period of the course on the topic that you choose to pursue during that period.  Many students will choose to pursue forecasting techniques for their course projects.  It is also possible to use one of the methods that we covered earlier in the course that you would like to study further.  Yet another possibility is to do your project using a method that we do not cover until near the end of the course, such as PERT/CPM.

Project papers should be self-contained documents that are clearly understandable by someone having knowledge of the analytical technique the paper examines.  The papers should therefore have an introduction that explains the purpose, a body that presents what was done (with printouts from spreadsheets as appropriate), and a conclusion that summarizes what was learned or makes recommendations about the use of the technique.

Please also turn in a floppy disk with the project spreadsheet file(s) on it, in case I want to check any of the actual spreadsheets.  If you prefer not using a floppy disk, you can email me the spreadsheet files, BUT NOT THE PROJECT PAPER.  Please turn in a printed project paper to me that is self-contained and understandable by itself.  I will only examine the spreadsheet files if I have questions about exactly what you did in the spreadsheets.


There is no specific required number of pages for the PA557 project paper, but make sure that it follows the requirement that it is a self-contained document that one can read and understand by itself.
