What follows is a list of the seven units of theorists and theories that we have studied in Foundations II over the whole term. They are listed in the sequential order that we encountered them. 

You should treat this as a Three Part Activity. Each part has a rationale. Part One is to jog your memory to see how much of the salient elements of each theory/theorist you can recall on your own. Part Two is to require you to reinforce what you recall by going back to review the salient elements of the materials we’ve studied. Part Three is to encourage and  prompt you to draw on these salient elements as you address the Final Exam. (This is not the Final, see Reminder below.)
1) Using the matrix itself, and without referring to your notes or the texts, jot down what you think of as the significant or 
    salient ideas of the various theories/theorists that were introduced in each of the units. In this instance I’m requesting 
    that you actually write on this document.

2) Having done the above, use a word processing program to organize what you have just written, freely utilizing the 
    texts and/or your notes to add anything more that you regard as significant or salient. You may wish to present this 
    in bulleted points or in paragraphs, but write this in as clear, coherent, and organized way as you can. Please follow the 
    unit sequence. This should result in a separate finished document. 

3) As you decide how you want to approach the final exam, you should now be able to draw on what you have just 

    summarized to provide the key/essential/significant/salient elements of the various theories/theorists to utilize in    
    identifying and analyzing the articles you select.

REMINDER: The Final Exam will consist of a demonstration of your knowledge of the theories you have now studied and become conversant with by using your knowledge to analyze developments reported in the news media. Read carefully as I have reduced the requirements of the final from that originally stated in the syllabus. Points will be assigned in the following way: 

             ● 1 or 2 reports/articles analyzed utilizing 2 theories = maximum of 79 points (C- to C+) or
● 2 or 3 reports/articles analyzed utilizing 3 theories = maximum of 89 points (B- to B+) or
             ● 3 or 4 reports/articles analyzed utilizing 4 theories = maximum of 100 points (A- to A)

NOTE: In each instance be sure to include a brief summary of the report along with your analysis.
