» Writing assignment (due Tuesday, 27 November): Write a one-page letter (250 words, printed) in
which you apply for a job, either with SpeakEasy or with a business or other enterprise (non-profit,
NGO, etc.) that might suit your education and career interests. In your letter make use of the
resources that we have been developing all through the quarter: texis created by students writing

you want the job (short-, long-term reasons), why you are so well-suited for it, and why certain
skill{(s)make you particularly qualified for it.

+ Final regular writing assignment (hand in at final exam): As preparation for the final exam/
summary of knowledge gained and perspectives developed, write one page (250-500 words) about
your priorities in your fife and career: the things that are important to you, and how they rank
against each other. Think about the "SmallTalk" conversations we had almost everyday. (You can
review those {opics by reading through the meeting outlines.)
