SpeakEasy produces and sells multilingual greeting cards. We print them on super-sustainable paper, made from recycled elephant poop.

Last year we cleared $400, enough to double our paper stock. We sell a card for $2.50. Production costs are 75 cents. So we clear $1.75 per card. 

We’ve barely dented the campus market. We aim to have our cards in three nearby outlets by December.

SpeakEasy is a PSU-regulated project. We have no labor costs. The students are enrolled in German and French courses. They use those languages in the company, learning by doing.

I get none of the money. The first profits are going to expand the business. Next we’ll add instructors for more languages. After that: paid jobs for students who prove their excellence in SpeakEasy. (45 seconds)
