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Scoring Guide for Project Presentations

Rule of thumb for 4/satisfactory: The main focus MUST be assessment; if that is not true, the other factors can only be considered provisionally. Assuming the main focus is assessment, then the presentation opens up its subject (but leaves some issues unresolved), lags only occasionally, and gives its audience something they can use without significant labor of revision and adaptation.

	Fascinates audience with mature delivery skills (independent from any gimmickry). Use of notes does not interfere with contact with audience.
	The teacher with a similar interest takes away something major that can be used “right out of the box” to improve own assessment activities.

	Almost 6 – a little friendly (but perhaps forthright) help with delivery or a few details of content would make the difference

	The fellow teacher receives a useful idea or the basics of a resource, but will have to invest some time and effort (couple hours)

	Weak audience contact and a serious weak moment in exposition, probably reflecting poor organization.
