
German 101 Tests: K1&2 Listen & Speak (F99)


Notes for examiner

Targets: using alphabet and numbers to hear and give basic information about names, addresses, telephone numbers, age, time/day, and price; maintaining survival polite speech in initial personal contacts

•
The test has 7 content areas or modules. Two of them extend through the entire test: social language (greeting, farewell, bitte/danke – check these as you give and get the prop sheet) and the ability to request information through speech (asking questions or getting clarifications). The other 5 are “chunks”: student’s own biodata (name, age, subject of study), hear/say telephone numbers, second-person bio-data (student finds out about examiner), hear/say third-person bio-data (name, address [including city]); time/day and price

•
This test is not a strictly realistic conversation. Begin it that way, but when you get to the items about telephone numbers, etc., simply hand the student the prop sheet and ask the questions.

•
Do for all students the following: greeting etc., student’s bio-data (at least name + 1 other), and simple telephone number; this is the scoring guide “2” level; if they handle that, do the module where they hear and write name, address, telephone number of someone else; if they handle that, do the module where they ask you about yourself and maybe the items about time, day and price

•
Vary from student to student the order in which you ask the items – ask for name at end rather than beginning; ask for the telephone numbers after the bio-info rather than before, etc.

•
If you are testing with the help of a note-taker, just mark the “global” rating and expect the notes to help you mark the other categories.

•
Polite expressions: use them and note student’s response pattern

•
Toward the end of the test cycle, if classes are well into Kontext 2: ask for detail about student’s class schedule, travel in German-speaking countries (Waren Sie in D/A/CH? Wo waren Sie? Wann war das? Wieviele Tage waren Sie in [Stadt]?)

•
Elicit and measure what is there ready to use. Don’t hammer and help until they finally get something.

•
To help with global evaluation, note this scale of active-passive range:

Test Protocol

Hand the students the prop sheet but don’t wait while they read it. Use gestures and cognate German to keep them oriented to it. (ex: “Information Nummer 1” rather than “Frage 1”). If they seem anxious or confused about which materials to use, stop and explain that you’ll let them know what they need on the sheet.

__
Greeting

Guten Morgen (usw.); Hier ist etwas für Sie (the prop sheet). MAKE SURE THEY HAVE SOMETHING TO WRITE WITH!!

__
Student’s name and bio-information

Elicit name and at least one of the following: age, subject of study. Start with a double question and then, if necessary, separate into two.

__
Telephone numbers (say one, then hear/write another)

Gesture toward the prop sheet and then ask: “Wie ist die Telefonnummer von [Person X]?” (Maybe: Das ist Information Nummer 1). ON THE TEST LOG, WRITE DOWN WHAT THE STUDENT SAYS.

Now (Information Nummer 2) have them write a telephone number (use double digits, with single digits if they can’t get it the first time):


“Die Telefonnummer von Lufthansa ist 089 42 98 11.”

__
Addresses (say one, then hear/write another)

Gesture toward the prop sheet and then ask (Information Nummer 3):


“Wie ist der Name und wie die Adresse von Person [1 OR 2]?” ON THE TEST LOG, WRITE DOWN WHAT THE STUDENT SAYS.

If the student is doing well, ask “Ist er/sie Amerikaner/in?” to see whether student can construct nationality term or (OK too) allude to the city and say “aus Österreich” etc. (*aus Schweiz is OK)

Now have them write a name and address (Information Nummer 4):


Hotel Müller in Traunstein, Tel: 0 52 64 12

Student interviews examiner

Higher-level content (time, day, price)

Information Nummer 6. Wieviel Uhr ist es (in Berlin / Tokio)? Und was ist heute (in Berlin/Tokio)?

Information Nummer 7. Wieviel kostet das Buch “Deutsch heute?”

Auf Wiedersehen (and questions about name, age, studies if not asked before)
