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Oral Test for Kontext 10
Recommended grade weighting: 50% each for the two parts.

Part 1: Dialog reading. Use generic scoring guide for dialog reading. Recommended dialogs: 10-2 easy; 10-4 mid-level; 10-5 challenging (students begins).

Part 2: Role play. Use the “global prochievement” scoring guide, until we have a specific scoring guide. Use the map in the same folder with the rest of the test files. Give the student the setup at the bottom of this page, or read it to the student in English (for students at level 5 or 6 you can try explaining it in German, but use simple language).

After you explain and begin the situation, WAIT FOR THE STUDENT TO SAY THINGS, even if it gets a little painful. This is true especially at the start. You want to give the student every chance to produce language with an extended text type, if that is at all possible. If that doesn’t happen, you can switch to narrower, more frequent prompts, and can keep it short and simple.

With students who are performing well (5, 6, even 4), you should introduce a complication, or just disagree, to see how they handle lack of knowledge or the need to express an opinion or tell that they believe the busses run late, etc.:

Aber ich habe (nicht) viel / kein Gepäck.

Und auch Linie 23 zurück?

Wie spat kommen die Busse? Wann ist der Nächste? Wie oft?

Was ist besser?

Or you can conduct a “double conversation”. While getting your directions, ask bioinfo questions, comment about your family, say that you love Beethoven or Mozart, etc.

Do NOT use “welch” - they don’t have it yet. Instead ask, “Wie heißt die Straße” etc.

In this situation it is the same time of day and day of the week as when you are taking your oral test, and the weather there - by great coincidence – is also the same as it is here during the test.

I will tell you where we are. Then I will ask you for directions to somewhere else on the map. Please explain to me how to get there, including advice about choices. Take into account what you know and see, or what I tell you, about any circumstances that might affect those choices, for example distance, weather, cost, and your estimate of my physical fitness.
