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Precision public health, digital biomarkers, dementia, and population health.

1. How can the potentials of precision medicine be harnessed within the US health system to improve population health, particularly as it relates to screening for dementia and related cognitive disorders?
2. Will screening for cognitive impairment in young and middle-aged Americans be beneficial for the enhancement of population health? If yes, what roles should public health professionals undertake in enabling this development?
3. Given the intersectionality of digital health, precision public health, and data science in the pursuit of population health, what should be the policy objective(s) of public health professionals in the knowledgeable guidance and regulation of these emerging intersecting fields?
