Guidelines for Group Presentation on “Race Against Time”

In “Race Against Time” Stephen Lewis outlines a number of issues, identifies successes and challenges related to health systems organization, financing, delivery, and international coordination, and offers a number of recommendations/solutions for new directions and strategies.

Your group is responsible for preparing a presentation that does the following:

1. Identify key concepts from the chapter you are assigned, including any theoretical assumptions that build upon concepts covered in previous classes.

2. Present ideas that explain health systems organization, financing, delivery, and international coordination.

3. Articulate challenges raised in the chapter, and who/what is responsible for those challenges and the creation of barriers to improved health services delivery.

4. Summarize recommendations/solutions made by Lewis.

5. Offer your own (individual and group) observations and reflections on this chapter.

6. Present some questions to stimulate class discussion.

You have 10 minutes to present this; all members of the group are expected to present briefly.

You are strongly encouraged to organize your presentation using PowerPoint.  Please email the final slides to the professor the evening prior to your presentation.  Since you only have 10 minutes, you should have no more than 12 slides (including one slide for title/group identification and one slide of questions for discussion).

Please distribute a handout of your slides (copied double-sided, 37 copies needed) to class members and the professor.

All students in a group receive the same grade; this is worth 15% of your overall course grade.
